2.4. Council Forum Rotation – the Māori Standing Committee resolved that they will rotate 
members to attend the Council Forum’s to include the Chair and one other member

regarding the Policy for the Remission of Rates for Land Used for Papa Kāinga Housing. A 
workshop with Councillors has been confirmed for Tuesday, 16 October 2018 starting at 
9.00 am. Please ensure that you respond to the calendar invitation. 

2.6. Te Reo ki Tua ς bƎņǘƛ YŀƘǳƴƎǳƴǳ [ŀƴƎǳŀƎŜ wŜǾƛǘŀƭƛǎŀǘƛƻƴ {ȅƳǇƻǎƛǳƳ – Ngāti 
Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated hosted the third language revitalisation symposium on 23-24 
August 2018 in Hastings. Over 600 people attended and there was an impressive line-up of 
presenters, most of whom learnt te reo Māori as a second language. All shared their 
experiences, trials and tribulations. The theme was ‘Karawhiti Tauā! / Deploy the 
Language Army’. We also acknowledge the attendance of some MSC members, namely K 
Hammond, H Mita, H Nissen and F Wairau. 
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3. MĀORI STANDING COMMITTEE HUB PLATFORM (DISCUSSIONAL AND DECISIONAL) 

3.1. At the previous Māori Standing Committee ordinary meeting (9 August 2018) it was 
resolved that the committee will utilise the HUB platform to access the Agenda and 
pertinent information.
